Before use

o Please remove all packaging and ensure the product has not been damaged in
transit.

o Carefully read the instructions and warning texts before using the product

e On each product you will find a label that shows the maximum permitted load.

e Fixings - 12 x nuts. bolts, washer’s and spring washer’s (fig1), Joining support plate

x1 (fig 2), Joining support legs x4 (fig 3), support brackets x2 (fig 4).

To Assemble

1. Attached the support legs to the joining support plate using the fixings provided, set
legs to the required height. Leave the fixings loose and place the ramp in to position
to allow for any fine adjustments. (figs. 5,6)

2. Once set in the correct position, tighten all fixings on the support legs securely with a
spanner (spanner not provided). (fig. 7)

3. Attached the support brackets to the top of support legs on both sides using the
fixings provided and tighten all fixings securely with a spanner (spanner not provided
(fig.8,9)

4. The joining support is now assembled. If required, the joining support can be fixed to
the ground (fixings not provided). Position the joining support accordingly and the
ramps can now be placed onto the support. Please note ramp to ground MUST rest
on narrow section and ramp to top or rise height MUST rest on deeper section (fig.
10)
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Maintenance

o If the product becomes damaged in any way it should not be used (contact supplier/

manufacturer).
e The product may be cleaned with normal cleaning products and left to dry before
use.
Warranty
